WHERE DO YOU FIND GOD THIS WEEK?

Today'’s story of Abram (at one point to become Abraham)
Abram finds God in a smoking fire pot and flaming torch that
passes between the remains of the animal sacrifice he made
hours before. Abram was patient, he waited for God to act.
Abram saw the power and strength of God in the fire. He put
his faith in God’s words that a covenant of trust and love was
established between them. God would care for his people. He
would endow them with blessings and always be their God. In
return they were to be his people who followed no other gods.
On the mountain with Jesus, Peter, James and John, witness a
transformation in Jesus’ appearance as he is transfigured into
his glorified self as God - The same God who appeared to
Abram and Moses and Elijah the great prophet. They hear a
voice from the heavens and Peter realizes he was in the
presence of God as no other had ever been.

So the question — Where did God appear to you this week?
None of us had the dramatic appearances of God like Abram
and the Apostles but wasn’t God showing his glory, his care,
his love to you this week.

Did you see happiness in a little child? Did you see someone
showing care and generosity to someone else? Did you
experience the closeness and support of someone you love?
Did you not see God as others revealed him to you?

So a further question - How did you show others the presence
of God? Or did you? Like Jesus who revealed the Glory of
God to his disciples so they would believe in him, we too, as
disciples, are to reveal the presence of God to others. We do
this through our actions. When we can see Jesus in each
person we encounter no matter who they are or their status we
are in contact with God. It is easy to do this with those we
love, but what about the homeless person you might
encounter? What about the refugees seeking a home safe
from violence and war- are we welcoming them as Jesus
would do? Revealing God might mean we have to change not
our appearance but our attitudes and instead of thinking me
first begin to think first of the needs of the others. Revealing
God might mean that we have to take risks to stand up for
what we believe as Catholic Christians in matters of life,
poverty, hunger and violence. Revealing God to others
challenges us not only to acknowledge the difficulties that we
face in the community and in the world but to be active in doing
our part to bring the presence of God'’s love to all these
situations.

Maybe you think | can't do that. Maybe Abram and Peter and
the others felt the same way but it was the power of God’s love
and mercy that transformed them and brought them out of
themselves to become witnesses for the powerful presence of
God among us...ask God to be present to you with his
powerful love and great mercy...you might be surprised the
effect it will have on you...Fr Joe

lesser known saint is St. Gilbert 1083-1189 the son of a
Norman knight who lived in England during the middle ages.
He became a priest and founder of the order called the
Gilbertines.

SECOND SUNDAY OF LENT

First Reading: Genesis 15:5 -12, 17-18

God told Abram that he would give him the land of Egypt and
his descendants would become a great people. Abram then
made sacrifices to God, cutting them in half. A torch passed
between the pieces, as a visible sign to Abram of God's
promise.

Second Reading: Philippians 3:17 —4:1

Paul urges the Philippians to avoid becoming too interested in
material possessions. He reminds them that their most
important wealth is their faith in Jesus, which will lead them to
eternal life.

Gospel: Luke 9:28b -36

Jesus took Peter, John and James to a mountain to pray.
